REFRESHED  RENEWABLE ENERGY STRATEGY FOR DORSET, POOLE AND BOURNEMOUTH
Dorset County Council has prepared a ‘refreshed’ Renewable Energy Strategy for Dorset and the Unitary Authority areas. The main focus of the paper is the proposal for the erection of 180 wind turbines over 400 ft high. The distribution is broken down as follows:

Bournemouth 0

Christchurch .5

East Dorset 12

North Dorset 53.5

Poole .5

Purbeck 41.5

West Dorset 71.5

Weymouth 0.5

As you can see from these figures, rural Dorset will carry a large part of the burden of this industrialisation. The full paper can be found on the Dorsetforyou website. 

We are drawing your attention to this paper as there is currently no planned consultation. The closing date for responses has been extended to September 30th, although Dorset County Council will be considering the matter on September 7th.
